Cambridge IGCSE First Language English (syllabuses 0500
and 0990) and Cambridge IGCSE English as a Second
Language (syllabuses 0510, 0993, 0511 and 0991) have been
mapped to the Common European Framework of Reference
for languages (CEFR). Students who require written evidence
of their competency in English in all four language skills
(reading, writing, speaking and listening) can apply to
Cambridge for an additional certificate entitled Certifying
Statement for CEFR. This document (see right) gives a
breakdown of a student's Cambridge IGCSE English
Language results into component grades and corresponding
levels according to the CEFR.
